� Schemes for Neighbouring countries and those with S&T 
agreement

� Scientific “Diaspora” of Europeans abroad and foreigners 
in Europe
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BILAT actions should:

� Improve the exchange of information on programs and 
funding designed to promote cooperation between 
Europe and third countries; 

� Develop national information platforms;

� Reinforce promotion and awareness activities;

� Sharing best practices via joint fora such as workshops 
and presenting the state of the art and the prospects

for cooperation in particular fields; for cooperation in particular fields;

*Security Research can be restricted to EU and AS 
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Cooperation Cooperation –– Collaborative researchCollaborative research

Opening Themes to third Opening Themes to third 
countriescountries

� Minimum 3 different EU Member State 
(MS) or Associated countries (AC)

� Beyond this minimum, all 3rd countries 
can participate 

� ICPC - International Cooperation Partner 
Countries would generally be funded

� Industrialised countries funded only if 
indispensable for the project

Goal:
• To improve cooperation and augment dialogue 

and coordination amongst stakeholder institutions 
supporting the Canada- Europe S&T relationship.
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Objectives and Action Plans

1. Improve the dissemination of information 
about S&T policies, programs, and 
institutions in Canada and the ERA

2. Enhance the interchange of information 
about opportunities for research 
collaboration and researcher mobility

• Develop a “one-stop” website that provides 
access to all ERA-Can events, services and 
publications 

• Develop an e-mail alert system to distribute 
pertinent information to all subscribers 

• Organize networking events such as seminars 
and general information sessions

• Publish newsletters covering highlights of S&T 
programs in both jurisdictions
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Objectives and Action Plans

3. To advance linkages between Canadian and 
European researchers, research and 
technology managers, and R&D policy 
makers at the institutional and individual 
levels.

4. To exchange best practices with respect to 
the planning and implementation of policies 
supporting S&T and the promotion of leading-
edge research.

• Develop a database of Canadian and European 
researchers, research institutions, agencies and 
industry networks
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Agreement

Agreement Established:

• Between Canada and the European Commission

• Signed November 2005

• 3-year commitment
