2. Why was it created? 2. Why was it created? 
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• Canadian researchers from:
– private companies, 
– Universities
– non-government research centres. 

• preference given to groups of applicants 
representing various research 
organizations

• Application must be submitted by a Project 
Leader/valued at Min $16,000., Max $100, 
000. (up to 50% of which is eligible for 
reimbursement at project conclusion).

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• Applications (available on-line) must be 
submitted a minimum of 6 weeks in advance of 
the project’s planned start date. 

• If approved, Project Leader will receive a 
Contribution Agreement stating general terms 
and conditions of grant, as well as obligations 
and responsibilities of all parties.

• Contribution Agreement needs to be signed by 
the Project Leader and a witness and 
returned to the S&T Division prior to 
departure of the project participants.
